All Non-Public students’ data is continuing to be updated into PIMS. The Non-Public consultation has begun and the low
income data is continuing to be collected.

We are presently gathering information regarding the non-public income eligible students and ensuring they match our Title |
school attendance area.

The VR/AR Goggles purchased through Title IV have been used in several classrooms at the Jr/Sr High School to supplement
instruction. The students are showing enthusiasm. Mrs. Spallone held a workshop at Logan so that teachers can begin using
them at the elementary level.
